The rooms
Le Prieuré
The main house contains 10 rooms, 
3 junior suites and 2 suites.

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Le Chapitre
Adjoining the main building  
it is composed of 5 rooms and  
1 junior suite. The Chapter has 
conserved its old-world charm.

A more recent building dating 
from 1972, the Atrium houses  
9 rooms, 4 junior suites and  
2 suites, all with a view of the pool.

Nearby
VILLENEUVE-LÈS-AVIGNON
Villeneuve-lès-Avignon isn’t lacking 
in historical monuments, in fact it 
collects them: from the Pontifical 
Charterhouse to the Philippe Le 
Bel Tower, as well as the Collegiate 
Church, the Saint-André Abbey, 
and the cardinals’ palaces.

Villeneuve-lès-Avignon, home of 
popes and cardinals in the 14th C, 
offers its visitors an exceptional he-
ritage. You will discover the Pon-
tifical Charterhouse of the « Val 
de Bénédiction », the Philippe Le 
Bel Tower, the Saint-André Fort, 
the Saint-André Abbey with its 
gardens, the Collegiate Church of 
Notre-Dame and its cloister, the 
cardinals’ palaces, as well as the 
Pierre de Luxembourg museum and 
its world-famous masterpieces.

Markets and flea markets, exhibi-
tions, shows and festivals animate 
the year-round, and many hiking 
and cycling circuits let you discover 
the untouched beauty of the sur-
rounding countryside. 

Villeneuve-lès-Avignon is just a 
few minutes from Avignon and its 
“must-see” Pope’s Palace and the 
Saint-Bénezet Bridge. Nicknamed 
the « Rhone’s Daugher » or « City 
of the Popes », Avignon is a UNES-
CO World Heritage site.

History
In 1332 Cardinal Arnaud de Via, the 
nephew of Pope Jean XXII, had 
a palatial residence built in  Ville-
neuve-lès-Avignon. Shortly before 
his death, he bequeathed the pa-
lace to the Chanoine monks, for the 
creation of a priory. A cloister was 
added and the chapel expanded 
into a collegiate church.

After the French Revolution, the 
priory was sold and part of it be-
came a family residence for pain-
ters. In 1943, Roger Mille and his 
wife bought le Prieuré and transfor-
med it into a hotel.

Three successive generations of the 
Mille family dedicated themselves 
to making it known far and wide. 

In late 2006, Jean-André Charial 
acquired this Relais & Châteaux ho-
tel/restaurant. After many months 
of intensive renovations directed by 
Geneviève Charial, Le Prieuré ope-
ned its doors again in April 2007.  

The Chanoine monks first created 
the gardens of Le Prieuré.  
They exude a cool freshness and a 
lovely simplicity, over which wafts 
the delicious perfume of the wiste-
ria that has draped itself the len-
gth of the trellis. Weather permit-
ting, breakfast, lunch and dinner 
are served on the terrace beside 
the gardens.
